In 2014 Paula was honoured with an OBE in the Queen's Birthday Honours List for services to the Floristry 
Industry in recognition of distinguished and valuable service.  
 

Paula's philosophy has been embraced in Europe, America and Asia where she is in regular demand for 
lectures and floral demonstrations and has run her world famous flower school since 1994.  Her prestigious 
internationally acclaimed ‘Career Course’ has become something of a blueprint for flower courses around 
the country, offering a unique in-road into floristry for frustrated florists considering a career change as 
Paula herself once did.
